Approved in the SCCD Board of Supervisors Meeting held on August 21, 2025 with a motion by Terry Reagan and a second by James Williams.
The Suwannee County Conservation District Board of Supervisors held their regularly scheduled meeting Thursday July 17, 2025 at The USDA Service Center located at 1525-B Ohio Avenue South in Live Oak, FL 32064. RESTORE BMP has approximately $418,000 obligated, and has been amended for an additional year.
