BOARD MEETING MINUTES
December 18, 2025
Approved in the SCCD Board of Supervisors Meeting held on January 15, 2025 with a motion by James Williams and a second by Larry Sessions.
The Suwannee County Conservation District Board of Supervisors held their regularly scheduled meeting Thursday December 18, 2025 at 10592 122nd Street in Live Oak, FL 32060. Supervisors that attended were Andy Jackson, Chairman; James Williams, Secretary/Treasurer; De Broughton, Supervisor; Terry Reagan, Supervisor; and Larry Sessions, Supervisor. Also attending were Garrett McCray, SCCD Programs Administrator; Joni Sapp, SCCD Administrative Assistant; Alton Goff, SCCD Conservation Technician; Raymond Barbosa, UF/IFAS Extension Agent; and Joel Love, UF/IFAS BMP Education Coordinator.
Chairman Jackson called the meeting to order at 7:08pm.  
The Minutes of the previous meeting held November 20, 2025 were reviewed. Williams made a motion to approve the minutes, and there was a second by Reagan.
Sapp reviewed the Financial Reports. Reagan made a motion to approve those reports, and there was a second by Williams.
McCray discussed our cost-share contracts. For BMP Tools, we have 33 applications submitted totaling approximately $996,000 and only 16 complete contracts. RESTORE Energy has approximately $820,000 obligated and RESTORE BMP has approximately $590,000 obligated.
